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What is the Enviroschools ReGeneration Action Festival?
The ReGeneration Action Festival is a week-long festival happening across New Zealand 

celebrating sustainable and innovative activity for our world!  ReGeneration is about 
thousands of young people (and not so young people!) connecting across Aotearoa.

So how does the Great POSTCARD PROJECT work?

Step one: RSVP to Charlie Devenish by Monday 8th March 

Our aim is that everyone who sends postcards also receives them. For this to happen you need to RSVP 
to let us know you want to participate. Email charles.devenish@gmail.com.  That way we can post the 
addresses of all participants on the website (www.enviroschools.org.nz/in_your_region/wellington). We 
will also email the participant list to the lead teacher of each school taking part. By sending postcards to as 
many different schools as possible you will maximise the fun for everyone.

Step two: Make Cards

Make postcards from recycled materials that share messages about what students are doing for 
sustainability at school or in the local community. It could be that every student makes their own postcard, 
or a group might make one large postcard together. Be sure to show what action students are taking for 
sustainability!  We’re going to be filling the region’s mailbags with exciting and inspirational postcards, so 
the more the merrier!

Step three: Post the cards by Tuesday 23rd March, 2010

Put your cards in the post.  Send as many cards to as many different addresses as possible.  (Remember 
that as well as the list of addresses you receive by email these will also be posted on the website).  If you 
are sending the postcard to another Enviroschool, simply address it to “Enviroschools Lead Teacher” plus 
the address of the school. If you are sending the postcard to an organisation, the addressee will be on the 
address list we send out.  Finally, please put the words “Enviroschools ReGeneration Action Festival” on 
each postcard. 

Step four: Check your mail bags

Eagerly await postcards arriving at your school!  The lead teacher at each school will distribute the 
postcards throughout the participating classes. 

What you will need:

•	 Recycled materials e.g. cardboard, magazines, fabric, ice cream containers etc;
•	 Adhesives e.g. cellotape, glue, paste;
•	 Scissors;
•	 Creative ideas and success stories to share;
•	 A 50 cent stamp – we suggest that each student ask their parents to donate one 50 cent stamp or 	
	 else perhaps the students could do some fundraising to buy some stamps in bulk.  Perhaps you 		
	 could sell some of your worm juice like they do at Douglas Park School in the Wairarapa?
